The frequency response at simulated altitude, when
specified (see 3.1), shall be performed for Qualification and in Group C only and shall be within the limits
specified in the frequency response range.”

“3.5.15 Salt fog (corrosion). (see 4.5.16) The product shall resist degradation in performance due to salt-fog,

and shall meet the specified frequency response envelop (FRE) (see 3.5.1), as specified (see 3.1), sensitivity (see
3.5.2) and dielectric withstanding voltage (see 3.5.5) requirements."
