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(a) Acceptance for (i) contractual compliance with packaging and marking criteria, (ii) damage in-transit, (iii) condition, (iv) identity, and (v) quantity, on CONUS shipments will be performed by the receiving officer or his authorized representative at final destination.

(b) Rejected Supplies: Supplies which do not conform with the contract/order requirements will be rejected.  Within 30 days after receipt of the Government's notice of rejection, the contractor either must remove the rejected supplies or make other arrangements with the contracting officer for the disposition thereof, however, if the contractor fail s to do this, the Government may retain or dispose of the rejected supplies without compensating the contractor therefore and the contractor waives all rights, title or interest therein.
