        In accordance with DoD IG Report # 7CF-0027, DORRA will generate quarterly PQDR metrics.  In addition to other information, the metrics will identify missing CAGE codes (where a contract number is present) and top ten "problem" contractors.  Both the DLSC and DSC staffs will use this information to highlight problem areas in their contractor base.  This information will also be used by the PVT community to assist in identifying candidates for directed testing.





        The Automated Best Value System (ABVS) currently includes 12 months of quality and delivery performance data in best value determinations.  ABVS is being modified to include 24 months of quality and delivery performance data.  





        The CAGE code is a critical data point for ABVS.  If the item was purchased on a military service contract prior to Consumable Item Transfer (CIT), PQDR investigators have two avenues for determining the CAGE code.  The date of last buy and CAGE should reside on the Logistics Reassignment Data File (LRDF)- Appendix H.  If not present in the LRDF, PQDR investigators should contact the military service screening point and request the CAGE.    





        The DSCs have stated that there will be occasions when a PQDR investigator/action officer can not identify the CAGE even if a DLSC contract number is present.  If the material was purchased over three years ago and the contract has been closed and archived, the CAGE is no longer available without extensive manual search.  If the PQDR investigator can not, after a reasonable search, determine the CAGE code for older contracts, the five-position CAGE code block in CDCS should be zero-filled (00000).  Quarterly metrics reports will frequently show a CAGE code of 00000 as a top ten problem contractor.  All interested parties will understand that a top ten contractor, CAGE code 00000, means that the CAGE is unavailable for an older, closed contract.
