-- Each October certain DoD employees are required to complete the OGE Form 450, which is called the Confidential Financial Disclosure Report. In 1997, the Office of Government Ethics (OGE) approved a short, one-page form that can be used in place of the OGE Form 450 by employees who have not had any change in information reported on the last OGE Form 450 they submitted to the Agency. 

-- Employees who are required to file a Confidential Financial Disclosure Report must complete the OGE Form 450 every four years, in years that are divisible by four, i.e., in 2000, 2004, 2008, 2012, etc. In other years, employees may be able to file the Form 450-A instead of the OGE Form 450. 

-- Eligibility. Employees are eligible to file the Form 450-A if: 

    (1) They have a previous OGE form 450 on file with DLA, and 

    (2) They have no new/changed information to report on the Form 450. 

-- Obtaining the form. The authorized DOD version of the Form 450-A is located here 
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DoD version of the Form 450-A. 

-- Completing the form. After you complete and sign the Form 450-A, you must give it and your most recent OGE Form 450 to your supervisor. Your supervisor signs at the bottom of the Form 450-A. Also, if you want to file the Form 450-A subsequent years, you should keep a copy of the most recent OGE Form 450 that you filed. 
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
