THE PSNS ARE “VEHICLES, FLAMMABLE GAS POWERED” AND “VEHICLES, FLAMMABLE LIQUID POWERED.”  FLAMMABLE GAS POWERED  REFERS TO VEHICLES THAT UTILIZE COMPRESSED GAS, SUCH AS PROPANE OR NATURAL GAS.  fLAMMABLE LIQUID POWERED REFERS TO GASOLINE OR OTHER FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS.
B.  PAGE 94, TABLE A4.1.  THE PSNS “ENGINES, INTERNAL COMBUSTION, FLAMMABLE GAS POWERED” AND “ENGINES, INTERNAL COMBUSTION, FLAMMABLE LIQUID POWERED” LIST SPECIAL PROVISION “135” IN COLUMN 7.  SPECIAL PROVISION “135” STATES “USE THE ENTRIES “VEHICLE, FLAMMABLE GAS POWERED” OR “VEHICLE, FLAMMABLE LIQUID POWERED” AS APPROPRIATE, WHEN INTERNAL ENGINE COMBUSTION ENGINES ARE INSTALLED IN A VEHICLE.”  THE PURPOSE OF THIS SPECIAL PROVISION IS TO ALERT SHIPPERS THAT THERE ARE NEW PSNS IN THE MANUAL FOR VEHICLES.  IT DOES NOT IMPLY THAT THE VEHICLES PSN SHOULD BE ANNOTATED ON THE SHIPPERS DECLARATION FOR ITEMS OTHER THAN VEHICLES.
C.  PAGE 309, PARAGRAPH A13.2.2.  THE HANDLING INSTRUCTIONS FOR LITHIUM BATTERIES HAS BEEN MOVED FROM THE PACKAGING PARAGRAPH AND PLACED IN PARAGRAPH A13.2 IN THE GENERAL HANDLING INSTRUCTIONS FOR CLASS 9 ITEMS.  BY MOVING IT HERE, IT IS NO LONGER REQUIRED ON THE SHIPPERS DECLARATION.  TO ALLOW SHIPMENTS TO BE TRANSPORTED WITHOUT BEING FRUSTRATED, THIS INFORMATION MAY APPEAR IN KEY 19 UNTIL 1 NOV 02.
D.  PAGE 342, FIGURE A17.3.  ANNOTATION OF FLASH POINT FOR FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS IS NO LONGER REQUIRED.  THERE IS A SAMPLE SHIPPERS DECLARATION ON PAGE 342 THAT SHOWS THE FLASH POINT IN KEY 19.  DISREGARD THIS ENTRY ON THE SAMPLE. TO ALLOW SHIPMENTS TO BE TRANSPORTED WITHOUT BEING FRUSTRATED, THIS INFORMATION MAY APPEAR IN KEY 19 UNTIL 1 NOV 02.
