The Defense Supply Center Philadelphia (DSCP) General and Industrial Directorate provides a complete line of wood products, including softwoods, hardwoods, plywood and veneer, fire retardant items, millwork, poles and pilings, crossarms, doors, and ties.

Wood Products are supplied through regional prime vendor arrangements across the country and 

overseas.  These arrangements allow DSCP to complete all contract actions up front leading to extremely reduced leadtimes.  For the Continental United States, routine delivery on most items is completed within seven (7) days, with urgent and emergency deliveries within three (3) days or 24 hours, respectively. Deliveries to the Pacific arena are within 30-45 days.  Customers within Europe are supported via direct vendor deliveries from in-theater sources or depot issues from Germersheim.  Delivery time in Europe is less than 14 days on average.  Wood Products supplied are all quality ensured through independent grading agencies including conformance to American Lumber Standards Committee rules and guidelines.  All wood products supplied will carry a grade stamp indicating this conformance.  This arrangement also greatly increases the interaction between the end user and the supplier of product.  24 hour customer support is available as well as knowledgeable technical support representatives.  

Orders can be placed using a variety of methods including traditional MILSTRIP, credit card, phone or fax directly to the supplier, or on-line order entry systems. DSCP Customer Liaison Specialists are available to ensure that all requirements are being met, visit at any time to discuss issues arising from participation in program and to ensure timely reconciliation of records and billing.    

The Wood Products Program supports a wide range of missions including Warfare Combat Units,  

Military Construction, Major Facilities Maintenance Projects, Training, Exercises, and Shipping, Packing and Crating.  Wood products required for any use are available through this program.

Under the Wood Products Prime Vendor Program, the Continental United States is divided into seven regions.  Wood Products contracts have been awarded to cover the Mid-Atlantic, Southeast, Midwest, Southwest, Northeast, Gulf, and Northwest regions. 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Pricing in the wood products industry is heavily affected by the forces of supply and demand.  In order to take advantage of and control market fluctuations, the contracts incorporate a monthly price adjustment factor in order to remain current with actual marketplace changes.  Prices are established regionally for each item, grade level and species.  Costs savings can be quickly realized by the customer through reduction of inventory for bulky wood products items.
