SUBJECT:  DSCC Adopt-A-School Policy

     The DSCC Adopt-A-School program operates in conjunction with the Columbus Public Schools and the Greater Columbus Chamber of Commerce.  It‘s objectives focus on developing a partnership between businesses and educators. At The Defense Supply Center, Columbus, the Public Affairs Office manages the Adopt-A-School program as an official DSCC Command sponsored activity.  As such, it is responsible for issuing and tracking a cost code for volunteers who exception their time and progress while serving as tutors in the community.

     The Defense Supply Center, Columbus, began a partnership with Broadleigh Elementary School in the fall of 1993.  The partnership emphasizes tutoring in the reading discipline.  The ColumbusReads program was implemented to enforce a strong reading background for kindergarten students to enable them to excel and advance to higher-grade levels.  A week or two before school begins the tutors are introduced to and trained under the instruction of ColumbusReads personnel. Next, they are brought into the kindergarten classrooms and provided two students to tutor each week throughout the entire school year.

     The program is open to DSCC associates with supervisory approval.  If interested, associates sign up and agree to commit to the program from September through May of the school year.
