MEMORANDUM FOR ALL DSCC DIRECTORS AND OFFICE CHIEFS AND TENANT ACTIVITY COMMANDERS

SUBJECT: Foreign Visitors Program

The purpose of this letter is to reiterate the policy for administration and control of the DLA Foreign Visitors Program and to remind associates of the importance of following established guidelines and procedures established by DLAI 5205.21, DLA Foreign Liaison/Disclosure Program, concerning foreign visitors to any DLA field activity.

Foreign nationals who wish to visit DoD and DLA activities must be cleared and authorized through their respective country embassy and the Defense Intelligence Agency (DIA). Permission or approval for foreign nationals to visit any DLA activity must be obtained from HQ DLA/MMBN or CAAS. Associates should not feel pressured into accepting a request by a foreign national to visit DSCC, particularly if it is a last-minute request (less than 48 hours).

Foreign visitors must be sponsored by their respective," country\government, and process necessary documents. A Request for Visit Authorization is initiated by the visitor and processed through their respective Embassy in the United States. The Embassy in turn submits a request to DIA for screening, review, and security clearance and verification. DLA sends the request to the Command Security Office (CAAS) for monitoring, and then to DLSC-CI for review and appropriate action. This process is followed for foreign requests made by telephone directly to any office in DLA. Once this process is complete, DLA notifies the Public Affairs Office of the approval.

In the past, DLA and its field activities have experienced an unusually high number of telephonic and personal requests from foreign nationals (expected and unexpected). Prompt attention has prevented any serious impact. But, the potential is always present for National embarrassment or possible breach of security requirements. DSCC associates should not invite foreign representatives to visit the installation without first checking with the DSCC PAO.

The Visit Request must includes visitor's full name, official title or position, rank,

organization/agency/company, or parent organization; nationality, proposed date of visit, visa or passport number, clear purpose of visit, and full name and address of DLA activity to be visited.

Visit Requests must be received by the Foreign Liaison Division, DIA, at least 30 days in advance of the date of proposed visit. Requests that do not provide the required lead time are subject to being returned without action.
