1.  This modification is being issued to incorporate FMS ordering to the contract:

a.  For FMS orders only, the ramp-up period given on Attachment “A” of the basic contract, will be the delivery time for that particular NSN.

NOTE:  Accelerated Delivery is acceptable and desired at no additional cost to the Government.
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b.  The following clauses are hereby incorporated to accommodate delivery orders for FMS requirements:

F16 - FOREIGN MILITARY SALES (FMS) FOB DESTINATION SHIPPING INSTRUCTIONS  

(DSCC 52.247-9C05) (JUN 2001)

For all Foreign Military Sales (FMS) shipments with FOB point at destination items shall be shipped by a carrier that can provide evidence of shipment or proof of delivery in compliance with MAPAD (Military Assistance Program Address Directive) and DOD 4500.9-R, not by parcel post unless registered or shipped by some other traceable means. The contractor shall provide proof of shipment/delivery to the cognizant Transportation Office.  The contractor is only responsible for transportation costs to the freight forwarder or Government port (except for Canadian FMS that are shipped direct to Canadian addresses).

F07 - FMS SHIPPING INSTRUCTIONS (DLAD 52.225-9002) (JUN 1998)

52.225-9002 FMS Shipping Instructions

As prescribed in 25.7302-90, insert a clause substantially as follows:

FMS SHIPPING INSTRUCTIONS (June 1998) - DLAD

The Contractor shall contact the transportation officer (TO) at the contracting activity

that awarded this contract or placed the order against the contract, unless contract

administration responsibilities were assigned to an office other than contracting

activity that awarded the contract, for shipping instructions prior to shipment. For

contracts administered by the Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA), the Contractor

must submit a DD 1659, application for U.S. Government Shipping Documentation/

Instructions, to the transportation office for shipping instructions 18 days prior to

shipment.

(End of clause)

c.  A signed DD250 is not required on Fast Pay delivery orders. However, with FMS, if the contractor chooses to invoice with other than a DD250, the following additional items shall be included on shipping documents / packing list / invoice: FMS Case Identifier Number (the case number always consists of the last three positions of the supplementary address; e.g., CFU), Unit Price / Total Price, and Project Code (if applicable). Although a signed DD250 is not required for Fast Pay shipments, the contractor can still choose to use the DD250 form.

d.  Should any FMS requirements require packaging that exceeds the requirements and costs of the current ASTM-D-3951 packaging requirements, these delivery orders will be equitably adjusted in accordance with the Changes Clause contained in the contract.

3.  All other terms and conditions remain unchanged.
